Council Meeting



April 13, 2015

The Town of Trinity Council met at a regular meeting April 13, 2015 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.
Members present were Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, and Gordon Burden.  Absent were Ben Moultrie and Richard Fortson Jr.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting March 23, 2015 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session March 23, 2015 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $38,079.32 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to table Ordinance 2015-03 approving request to annex Heritage Estate containing 44.53 acres more or less by Gordon Burden with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.  The council would like to ask the town attorney to attend the next meeting and answer a few questions regarding the annexation. 
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2015-05 updating agreement with the State of Alabama and the City of Decatur to administer the “3-C” Transportation Planning Process for the Decatur urbanized area by Chris Lemley with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.  
Motion made to approve Chief McLemore attending the 2015 Summer Conference August 3-6 at Orange Beach for $1,245.00 (Registration $200, Lodging $845, per diem $200) by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve paying Shoals Electric up to $ 4,200.00 to add additional lighting, replaced bulbs and adjusted the lights at the ball field by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.  (Goss Electric $4,200.00 to add 2 new lights, replace 2 lights, globe and adjust lights)
Motion made to deny appointing Val Loughman Jr. to the Trinity Fire Department at this time by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve appointing Dalton Hamm to the Trinity Fire Department by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve opening 3 new credit cards with Renasant Bank and close the credit cards with Regions Bank by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve the Trinity Baptist Church softball league to use Trinity ball fields for practice on Sundays at 2:00, with the understanding that the youth league has priority and waivers are signed if needed, by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  Voting yes were Mayor Goodwin, Scott and Gordon.  Chris abstained.

Motion made to approve up to $900.00 for tops at the T-ball field by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.

New business discussed was the Mayor announced that the Audit for 2013-2014 is complete and everyone has received a copy.  Morgan County Spring Clean-Up is April 21 – 25.  The Police Chief needs to set up a meeting with Richard Stover on his contract for the defensive driving school classes.  The Mayor congratulated the Fire Department for being nominated as Morgan County Fire Department of the year.  Chief Pettey said that Justin Dunn was nominated as officer of the year.  Scott stated that the material list for the Caboose Park is $2,780.00.  This is including all treated wood and may be a little less depending on the concrete.  Gordon stated that Andy had the parks looking good and Andy stated that all the guys helped him and they all worked well together, whether it’s at the fields or working on a water leak.
Old Business discussed was Charter Franchise and Old Highway 24.  We have not heard anything back from Charter.  If we have not heard anything by the next meeting we will turn it over to Larry.  The County Commission will be meeting tomorrow and will allow Trinity to annex the right of way on Old Highway 24.  Then the Mayor will contact Mr. Holway to sign the Petition for Vacation, then with Planning Commission approval it will be on the agenda at the next meeting.
