Motion made to approve paying Ed Sims $300.00 per voting machine for delivery of machines, testing, hours for election and pick up machines by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve a request by Chief Chris McLemore to attend the Alabama Association of Cheifs of Police Summer Conference in order to acquire 20 executive CEU’s for 2016  (Registration $200.00, Lodging $676.00 = Total $876)  by Richard 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve additional $2000.00 for Zoysia grass for Caboose Park by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Chief McLemore made the council aware bullet proof vests for the officers are currently 6 years old.  These vests are recommended to be replaced every 5 years.  Chief McLemore is currently working on a grant to cover some of the cost of the vests.  He plans to report back to the council in the next few meetings with an approximate cost.
