The Town of Trinity met at a regular schedule meeting April 8, 2013 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $12,251.66 by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to take into immediate consideration Ordinance 2013-03, declaring the first weekend of August as Sales Tax Exempt Holiday for certain covered items as authorized by ACT 2006-574 by Chris Lemley with a 2nd by Richard Fortson Jr.  Voting yes were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, and Richard Fortson Jr.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to adopt Resolution 2013-09 declaring surplus property from the Street and Water Department as listed on the resolution by Richard Fortson Jr. with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, and Richard Fortson Jr.  Voting no were none
Motion made to approve the purchase of 10 MAG557-black 30 AR/M4 for a total of $147.54 ($14.95 ea) for the police officers by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.  Officers currently have (2) currently and Officer Hughes has no magazines and had to borrow some.

Motion made giving permission for the Police Chief or Mayor Goodwin to discuss Defensive Driving School Instructor job with Richard Stover at $125.oo per class, if different figure come back to council for decision, by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $766.48 for repairs to radiator and oil change on the Dodge 2007 police car by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Council discussed the purchase of equipment to place a Fire Hydrant on North Mountain Drive from HD Supply Waterworks, LTD for $6,323.75.  They discussed Sharon Avenue having an additional fire hydrant placed but would have to have an engineer look at placing or upgrading the lines because the 6” lines would have to be replaced.  The town will continue using Renasant Bank.  Kimbrell Park is complete except for striping the parking lot, placing some sand under the swings and merry go round and adding some mulch to the flower beds.  We are looking at the Re-Opening of the park on a Monday or Friday.  Update on repairs to the rental building is back on Kevin and he should start in the morning with a temporary fix.  The town may have to look at rent due to the repairs and maintenance of the building.  The accountants have given us the audit back and each member has received a copy.  The mayor hopes to speak with the accountant this week.  Scott discussed the positive feed back received from the improvements at the ball fields.  Scott wanted to see if probation could end on work merit for Kevin and would like to see a raise of $1.00 versus .50.  The Rebel Run is this Sunday at 2:00 p.m.  Fire Chief said he would like to have the repelling tower condemned and taken down.
Motion made to adjourn by Chris with a 2nd by Richard at 8:00 p.m. with all voting yes.
