The Town of Trinity met at a regular scheduled council meeting August 22, 2016 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Motion made to approve the minutes from the last council meeting August 8, 2016 by Chris with a 2nd by Ben.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, and Mayor Goodwin.  Scott Owens and Gordon Burden abstained.
Motion made to approve the minutes from the last work session meeting August 8, 2016 by Chris with a 2nd by Ben.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, and Mayor Goodwin.  Scott Owens and Gordon Burden abstained.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $ 21,634.67 by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2016-20 Allowing the Mayor to sign an agreement with Morgan County Emergency Management for dispatch services at $1,159.51 per month by Chris Lemley with a 2nd by Ben Moultrie.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2016-21 Allowing the Mayor to sign an agreement with Constantine Engineering to supply, program, and install all components to provide personnel with the ability to monitor and control the existing booster pumps and existing water tank by Chris Lemley with a 2nd by Ben Moultrie.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to adopt Resolution 2016-22 Adopting an Updated American with Disabilities Act Transition Plan by Gordon Burden with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.  In the future any additions will need to be in compliance.
Motion made to approve the application for a Home Occupation from Olivia Russell located at 66 Huntscliff Drive to operate Liv by Grace as an online business of homemade jewelry and interior design products as recommended by the Planning Commission by Chris with a 2nd by Ben.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the application for a Home Occupation from Shannon Gaston located at 99 Hidden Creek Drive to operate an online boutique business as recommended by the Planning Commission by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $800.00 to Armor’s Contractors to bore under Mt. Home Road to extend water lines by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

New business discussed was to set the date and time to canvass the Municipal Option Election for Tuesday August 30, 2016 at 7:00 a.m.  Mayor stated that the council will be working on the budget at the next meeting, go ahead and send this out to everyone including the new council members that will take office in November, the Police Chief should go ahead and get some bid packets together for a new police car, and look at replacing the oldest lawn mower.  Chief McLemore stated that he wanted to thank the council for the purchase of the new speed display sign it has dramatically decreased speeds and he would like to see the shift officers have a hitch installed on their SUV to use at night. 
Old Business discussed was the Saputo Grant, it has been 6 weeks with a time line between 6-8 weeks, and the engineers have asked if the council would consider a roundabout to replace the Stop Sign on Old Trinity Road.  If not there will have to be a survey done to see if the removal of the sign will have any effect on the traffic.  The engineers are working on the SCADA system to be installed for the water system.
Motion made to adjourn by Scott with a 2nd by Ben at 7:09 p.m. with all voting yes.
