Other business discussed 


The Mayor announced that he is appointing Michael Julian to the Planning Commission.  The budget for next year will be emailed out in the next day or two for the council to review.  Chief McLemore is to get with Becky Burt to see if someone from the school would be interested in working as an interpreter for the court.  The Water Permit from ADEM has been approved and good for the next six years.  We are in contact with Saputo about the possibility of a grant for the ballfields.  The paving project on Mt. Home Road looks good, the signs are up and nylon type striping should be done soon.  The Chief gave an update on the equipment for the new police explorer, the equipment is not in yet.  The 5K permit that was applied for may be moved from October to March of next year.
