The Town of Trinity Council met at a regularly scheduled Council Meeting February 10, 2014 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting January 27, 2014 by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session January 27, 2014 by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $ 29,731.91 by Richard with a 2nd by Beverly.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2014-02 declaring surplus a 2009 Dodge Charger to be donated to he Morgan County Sheriff’s Department by Gordon with a 2nd by Richard. Motion made to approve paying Alliance Sand and Aggregates $120.14 in interest for purchase of Business License in error as required by th4e Code of Alabama 11-51-192 and 11-51-208, since the town assesses a one (1%) per month on delinquent Business License by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the below refunds of $1,791.74 for Sales Tax overpayments due to either calculations errors, duplicate payments, or penalized incorrectly by One Spot System by Gordon with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve the mayor and police chief to work with the town attorney on the Morgan County Sheriff jail contract to stipulate medical expenses for inmates by Beverly with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve $3,741.39 to Interweave Technologies for phones installation at the police department with the monthly fee to run about $175.00 with a one time fee of $49.50 by Gordon with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.  Mayor stated the police department will have to operate on equipment we already have and not to purchase any more items.
Motion made for Bill Pettey to approach Trinity Baptist about property that could be used for a safety shelter in the future by Richard with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve paying the Sign Shop $854.40 for letters and vinyl emblem outside the Police Department by Scott with a 2nd by Beverly.  All voted yes.

Mayor stated that Sonny would look at the digital meter to see if we should purchase one.  The guys have laid out the T-ball field, spread dirt and laid out fencing area.  We are waiting on dry weather to work on the fields some more.  We have more expenses coming with dirt and sod but we should be receiving our money from Senator Orr that is promised over the next 3 years.  The 2012-2013 Audit is just about complete.  Chief McLemore stated that he has been preparing for the inclement weather.  We have 2 sets of chains, the Humvee ready and fuel tanks have been topped off.
