The Town of Trinity Council met at a regularly scheduled Council Meeting February 24, 2014 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Members present were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr. and Gordon Burden.  Absent were none.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting February 10, 2014 by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session February 10, 2014 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $23,139.88 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the Town of Trinity hosting the Mayors, Commissioners, Clerks’ meeting at Ruby Tuesday March 6, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.  The Morgan Decatur Chamber of Commerce will be sponsoring the meeting.
Motion made to rescind the motion made to adopt Resolution 2014-02 declaring surplus a 2009 Dodge Charger to be donated to he Morgan County Sheriff’s Department by Chris Lemley with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr. and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.  After speaking to the State about selling the car we were told you have to deliver to Eva and the State would get the proceeds, so Council will be keeping the car.  The car can be clean-up, upholstery covered and new tires installed to use as the town car.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2014-04 declaring surplus a 2002 Ford Taurus by Chris Lemley with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr. and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.  To be placed on govdeals.com.
Motion made to approve Gentry Osborne for the Volunteer Fire Department, as recommended by Chief Bill Pettey, by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
The contract with the Morgan County Sheriff’s Department is missing some information so we will address this later.  We are at a stand still with the T-ball field and the other fields until the weather clears up.  Bill Pettey was unable to speak with Carl Goss on the property owned by Trinity Baptist Church.  The Mayor discussed improvements for the town, extending the water lines on Mountain Home Road to the new subdivision, and would like to see some type of yearly event for the town to get people interested in Trinity.  Chris Lemley discussed the school property that was purchased.  Scott Owens wants to dedicate the Police Department in honor of Faye Phillips, who was the Town Clerk for almost 30 years.  He also wanted to discuss raising the sales tax to help with improvements that are needed.  The mayor stated the council needs to research more on dedication and discuss again at the work session that will be at the new Police Department at 6:00 p. m.
