Motion made to appoint Doug Alexander to the Zoning Board of Adjustments & Appeals as a supernumerary for a term of 3 years expiring February of 2016 by Gordon with a 2nd by Beverly.  All voted yes.
Motion made to purchase a Gravely 27 horse power zero turn mower for up to $8,500.00 giving the mayor authority to upgrade to a  floating seat from Garnett’s Lawn Equipment by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve the town hosting the Mayors/Clerks/Commissioners meeting next month at town hall Thursday March 7 at 6:30 p.m. with The Bakery catering by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.

The mayor discussed InSite Engineering and the percentage of water loss along with meters being checked and meters replaced.
