The Trinity Town Council met at a regular scheduled meeting January 12, 2015 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.
Members present were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Absent were none.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting December 8, 2014 by Gordon with a 2nd by Chris.  Voting yes were Ben, Chris, Mayor Goodwin, Scott and Gordon.  Richard abstained.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session December 8, 2014 by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  Voting yes were Ben, Chris, Mayor Goodwin, Scott and Gordon.  Richard abstained.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $46,810.75 by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2015-01 to amend fees per Ordinance  2014-02, Ordinance 2003-7, to charge a $25.00 fee for turning yard meters on or off by Chris Lemley with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2015-02 to declare surplus property old water meters and to dispose as scrap metal by Chris Lemley with a 2nd by Richard Fortson Jr.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to approve paying Municipal Workers Compensation Fund, Inc. $13,054.00 for insurance by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve a refund of $69.89 to Industrial Radiography Maintenance & Supply Co., LLC for overpayment of sales tax by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the Fire Chief Bill Pettey signing an Automatic Aid Agreement with Hillsboro Area Volunteer Fire Department with the additional paragraph added as recommended by Larry Madison by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve up to $2,700.00 for body camera’s for the police department from Pro Vision and a couple of external hard drives by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve placing a light at the intersection of Olivia Street and North Mountain Drive for up to $250.00 by Scott with a 2nd by Ben.  All voted yes.  A transformer is currently located there.

Council discussed the need for a Social Media Policy for town employee’s handbook, council is to look over the policy, submitted by the Police Chief, then address at the next meeting.  Doug Alexander addressed the council during the work session with concerns about a home occupation in Mt. Cove Subdivision.  They also discussed renting a leaf vacuum for debris in Meadowview for $500/day or $1,000/week.
Mayor gave updates on Old Highway 24.  Rod Ellis with the state forwarded us the original plans and Blake is reviewing to see what to do next.  The Lion’s Club received the amount of members needed for a charter in Trinity and are discussing some projects and activities. 
Motion was made to go into executive session at 7:22 p.m. with the council to be back within 10 to 15 minutes by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.

The Mayor and council returned at 7:40 p.m. stating that all terms and conditions have been met.

Motion made to adjourn by Chris with a 2nd by Richard at 7:43 p.m. with all voting yes.
