January 13, 2014

The Town of Trinity Council met at a regularly scheduled Council Meeting January 13, 2014 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Members present were Beverly Crowell, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Chris Lemley was absent.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting December 9, 2013 by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session December 9, 2013 by Scott with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the Special Call Meeting January 6, 2014 by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  Voting yes were Vaughn, Scott, and Gordon.  Richard and Beverly abstained. 
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $47,325.06 by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2014-01 declaring surplus a fork attachment for the old backhoe and selling to Wheeler Basin for $100.00 by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve Douglas Posey and Shannon Mitchell to the Volunteer Fire Department upon back ground check and Fire Department approval by Richard with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve refund of Business License for Alliance Sand & Aggregates from 2010-2013 as recommended by the Town Attorney of $445.59 by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
All deliveries were done by common carrier and do not require a license.
Motion made to approve $5.00 refund due to overpayment of sales tax to Jones Fence Enterprises Inc. by Scott with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the transfer of $10,000.00 from the Town General Fund to Trinity Water General Fund by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes. 
Motion made to approve Barbara Jones attending the Municipal Revenue Officers Maintenance class in Tuscaloosa April 9 – 11 for $755.00 ($235 for registration, $400 lodging, $120 per diem) 20 hrs required within 2 yrs. by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.  Council discussed the car and agreed to pay mileage on longer trips. 
Motion made to approve $525.00 ($175 each) for Shannon Gaston, Ashley Callahan and Nikki Jones for required maintenance to attend the Regional Seminar for Municipal Court Officials in Huntsville March 6 and 7 by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve Bobby Young installing 1875 sq ft of flooring at the police station for $1900.00 starting tomorrow by Gordon with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Council discussed water line extension to Steed Road costing about $70,000.00, having dirt delivered to the ball fields before the season begins, and start working on T-Ball field as soon as weather permits.  Gordon said he appreciated all of Scotts work at the police station.  It is really turning out nice.  Thanks to Barrey Owens for doing the electrical and helping out.  Bill Pettey discussed a water line that busted in the fire station, possibly taking down the wooden training tower, and food collection for a Trinity resident.  The mayor stated that NuCor is doing a fitness challenge and will be using the walking trail two nights a week and using the lights at the ball field.
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Motion made to adjourn by Richard with a 2nd by Scott at 7:32 p.m. with all voting yes.
