    January 14, 2013

The Town of Trinity met at a regular scheduled meeting January 14, 2013 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.
Members present were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, and Gordon Burden.  Absent was Richard Fortson Jr.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting December 10, 2012 by Gordon with a 2nd by Beverly.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session December 10, 2012 by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the Special Call meeting December 18, 2012 by Chris with a 2nd by Beverly.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $7,271.81by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2013-01, fixing a final assessment of costs of demolition to 55 North Greenway Drive by Gordon Burden with a 2nd by Scott Owens. Voting yes were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2013-02, giving council member’s the authority to sign checks for all bank accounts of the Town of Trinity by Gordon Burden with a 2nd by Beverly Crowell. Motion made to adopt Resolution 2013-03, adopting the Fire Department budget for 2012-2013 to be included in the town budget by Gordon Burden with a 2nd by Chris Lemley.  Voting yes were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to adopt Resolution 2013-04, requesting that the Mayor seek an opinion of the attorney general regarding Act 2012-308 by Gordon Burden with a 2nd by Chris Lemley.  Voting yes were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to approve paying Municipal Workers Compensation Fund, Inc. $16,303.00 for 2013 billing by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve a refund of $114.75 for overpayment of November 2012 sales tax to Key Parts & Machinery Company Inc. by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $1,700.00 for two wireless scoreboard controls for ball fields by Gordon with a 2nd by Beverly.  All voted yes.  Scoreboards are being donated by Pepsi 
Motion made to approve Ashley Patterson attending the AAMCA Certificate Training Institute February 27 – March 1, 2013 in Tuscaloosa for $834.55 (registration $235.00, lodging $479.55, per diem $120 to drive town vehicle) by Gordon with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.  This will be class 5 out of 6 required for CMC Certification.

Motion made to approve paying Alabama Association of Municipal Clerks $37.50 for annual dues on Barbara Jones and Ashley Patterson by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve paying North Alabama Mayor’s Association $300.00 for annual dues by Gordon with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to bid out the Town of Trinity bank accounts by Beverly with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to allow Chris McLemore to speak to Gloria at WMHS about being the Court Interpreter by Gordon with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to allow the Mayor to sign the State-Subgrantee Agreement Hazard Mitigation Grant # 1971-622 for the safety shelter for $93,388.00 with the Federal share of $70,041.00 and the town paying $23,347.00, which can be in kind work, by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.

Motion made to go into Executive Session at 8:38 p.m. to discuss good name and character by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Mayor stated that all terms and conditions have been met for the executive session and the meeting is back in session at 9:04 p.m.

Motion made to hire Kevin Davis with a 90 day probationary period for the Building Inspector job to include Street/Water and Parks at $13.25 per hour contingent on back ground check and drug test by Gordon with a 2nd by Beverly.  All voted yes.

The council discussed server replacement, Severe Weather Preparedness Sales Tax Holiday February 22-24, 2013, work to be done at the park to get ready for ball season, prepare Kimbrell Park for new playground equipment, central units at town hall being replaced, record keeping-storage boxes, I-pads for council, lights out in town, new police officer, SUV for police chief, radio equipment for the police department from 911, Non-employee liability, In-Site Engineering and water loss with more information at the next meeting.  Work session for the next meeting will be at 6:00 p.m. to finish going over the employee manual.
Motion made to adjourn by Beverly with a 2nd by Scott at 9:08 p.m.  All voted yes.
