Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session January 14, 2013 by Chris with a 2nd by Beverly.  Voting yes were Beverly, Chris, Vaughn, and Scott.  Richard abstained. 
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $33,082.66 by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $7,000.00 to Tucker, Scott, & Wates, LLC for 2011-2012 Audit by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve up to $17,000.00 for equipment on the Police Department SUV by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $450.00 for the 2012 Regional Seminars for Municipal Court Officials in Huntsville March 7-8 for three court employees at $150.00 each by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
(Required CEU’s for maintenance.)
Motion made to approve $ 405.00 for 100 Driving Defense Class books from the National Safety Council for driving school by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve appointing Blanca Gloria Rodriquez as the court interpreter at $35.00 for 2 hours and $40.00 if over 2 hours by Richard with a 2nd by Beverly.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve hiring Randy Michael Hughes as police officer starting at $15.00 per hour by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve Jeff Russell for a Home Occupation located at 50 Oak Street for a gun internet sales as recommended by the Planning Commission pending approval by AFT and Chief McLemore by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to accept the resignation of Scott Owens from the Zoning Board of Adjustments by Richard with a 2nd by Beverly.  Voting yes were Beverly, Chris, Vaughn and Richard.  Scott abstained.  Scott can not serve on the board while being a council member.
Motion made to approve $4,320.65 to Southern Sealing & Services, Inc. to repair, crack fill and reseal surface around concession stand and entrances by Scott with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve $2,050.00 to Goss Electric to supply and install 4 1000w metal halide ballast and lamps that are not working, supply and install 2 1000w metal halide fixtures replacing damaged ones and retie backstop netting at the ball field by Scott with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
The Mayor appointed Brandi Logston to the Planning Commission for a term of 6 years (2019) to replace Kristie Terry and appointed the Building Inspector Kevin Davis to Planning Commission.
