Motion made to approve $3,186.76 to TVW Electrical Supplies, Inc. for supplies for the police department by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.

He thanked the Town Council and the Police Department for the work done in our community and presented the Mayor with a check for $10,000.00 from the Morgan County Legislative Office to be used for renovations for the new Police Station located at the old post office.

Motion made to approve $985.00 to Interweave Technologies for working with the server and back up programs to restore data by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
The mayor commended the police department for the great work done during the church robberies at Trinity Baptist and surrounding areas.  All stolen items from Trinity Baptist were recovered.   The new police car is in and we are waiting on the police equipment.
