Motion made to pay $25,000 on the Fire Truck as the final half of the Town’s agreement with the Fire Department to pay $50,000 by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Motion made to pay $1276.25 to install phone system in the new police department by Richard with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.

Motion made to allow $2000 for new police uniforms by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Mayor Vaughn Goodwin appointed Kim Owens to serve on the Bike Trail committee as a representative for Trinity.  The Mayor also said with the new police car ready for use he would like to get a Resolution to donate the older car to the Sherriff’s Department as soon as possible.  Chris Lemley wanted to discuss supplying water to Eyster property on Steed Road.  Mayor Goodwin suggested looking at grants to achieve that goal.
