Motion made to approve the minutes from the last work session meeting June 27, 2016 Richard with a 2nd by Gordon.  Voting yes were Chris, Mayor Goodwin, Scott, Richard and Gordon.  Ben abstained.

Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $ 41,661.06 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2016-12 Appointing the Town Clerk to perform the Mayor’s duties with respect to the Municipal Election by Richard Fortson Jr. with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.
Motion made to approve paying $10.33 in sales tax refunds for overpayment on the accounts listed below by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve $ 12,334.20 to Rice Signs for street signs and accessories by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.  This will update some of our signs to the new regulations. 
The Mayor gave an update on the water system.  The town is about 90% supplied by DU and I have spoke to the engineer on pressure issues.  The price for a new tank is higher than first thought.  It will about $2 million for tank and pump house.  One other option is to pressurize our current tank to see if we can supply 20-30 pounds more pressure.  The water loss was at 15% this month.  I would like to get with DU engineers and see how they can help us get better pressure.  Mayor stated he would get with Jeff Clark on spreading the dirt that was delivered for the soccer field.  Chief McLemore has a note for council on AT&T having contract people going door to door soliciting their customers and the mayor and council agreed they will not allow this.  The Dodge has sold but buyer has not picked the car up yet.  The town clerk will get more information from Lightwire Solutions concerning the off site storage.  Chris Lemley has sent out a revised proposal to Saputo concerning the grant.  The mayor stated that with no further business the council will be closing the meeting and re open the work session discussing the Alcohol Ordinance.
