  July 14, 2014

The Town of Trinity Council met at a regularly scheduled meeting July 14, 2014 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Members present were Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Absent were none.

Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting June 9, 2014 by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  Voting yes were Mayor Goodwin, Scott, Richard and Gordon.  Chris abstained.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session June 9, 2014 by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  Voting yes were Mayor Goodwin, Scott, Richard and Gordon.  Chris abstained.

Council Meeting June 23 was cancelled due to a lack of quorum

Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $29,985.77 by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2014-15 allowing the Mayor to sign a Radio System Agreement with Morgan County Emergency Management Communication District (MCEMCD) by Richard Fortson Jr. with a 2nd by Chris Lemley.  Voting yes were Chris Lemley, Mayor Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr. and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.  The Mayor did ask for a commitment from Ryan Welty at 911 to work with our Fire Department to see about converting as much of the radios as possible to keep the cost down for the exchange.  Ryan said yes.
Motion made to approve request from Doug Alexander for a one-time adjustment of $15.42 on his water bill by Gordon with a 2nd by Richard.  Voting yes were Chris, Scott, Richard and Gordon.  The Mayor abstained.  The meter was read the same day as it was turned on, to the best of supervisors’ recollection.
Motion made to refund $7.17 to Motion Industries Inc. for overpayment of May 2014 sales tax by Gordon with 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve Shannon Gaston $474.00 ($325 registration, $109 plus tax lodging, $40 per diem, mileage) attending a seminar for Current Issues Involving Municipal Court Practice & Procedure August 22 in Hoover by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to accept the resignation of Joshua Allan Williams effective July 7, 2014 by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to purchase a 6’ power rake from Haney Equipment Company for up to $5,800.00 by Gordon with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.

Motion made to raise Andy Bowman’s rate of pay to $12.50 to be effective tomorrow and a raise of .50 when his 90 day probation is up by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

New Business discussed – the Mayor has appointed Kris Long to and removed Kelvin Turner from the Planning Commission.  The council discussed Leah Brown with Big Brothers, Big Sisters reserving Kimbrell Park on 7/29 and stated that it will go as in the past.  We could not guarantee but they can use the park and Barbara will check with our insurance for inflatable equipment at the park.  The Council wishes to proceed with the next step with Michael Floyd located at 111 Pinecrest.  The Inspector will take pictures of the property and then file a complaint with the court clerk.
Old Business discussed – the bridge-culvert on North Seneca Drive has a water line located at the bottom and Sonny will meet with Blaine to discuss what needs to be done.  We need to proceed with the pre clearing of Old Highway 24 before we miss out on the funding for repaving.  The Council will have Larry 
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Madison send a letter to Mr. Holway concerning the removal of his fence with a 10 day notification.  Council discussed with the Police Chief about the position that needs to be filled in the police department.  The Mayor stated that Mr. Higdon with the Civitan Club had another meeting with low attendance and encouraged all to attend the next meeting July 17th.  
The Mayor stated that the appointment of a new council member with the Governor has passed and has been turned over to Morgan County Judge Cain.  As soon as he sets a date for the election of Place #3 the mayor will post a Notice of Election as required by the State.  Chris Lemley stated that the ball fields look really good.  If we could keep football off the outfields and have them a place to practice it would be nice.  The mayor stated that they will still have to use the outfields.

Motion made to adjourn by Richard with a 2nd by Scott at 7:50 p.m. with all voting yes.
