       July 25, 2016
The Town of Trinity met at a regularly scheduled council meeting July 25, 2016 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.
Members present were Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens and Gordon Burden.  Absent were Ben Moultrie and Richard Fortson Jr.
Motion made to approve the minutes from the last council meeting July 11, 2016 by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes from the last work session meeting July 11, 2016 Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $ 24,097.04 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to take into immediate consideration Ordinance 2016-02 Regulating the Sale, Advertising and Distribution of Alcoholic Beverages with the Town Limits of Trinity, Providing Licensing and Revocation Procedures and Establishing Punishment for Violations by Chris Lemley with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.  This will only go into effect if the election results in favor of sales.
Motion made to adopt Ordinance 2016-02 by Chris Lemley with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.  No alcohol can be sold within 1,000 feet of a school, church, daycare etc. and this would only effect Highway 20, Gordon Terry Parkway and the intersection of Old Highway 24.

Motion made to approve paying $1,120.84 to Alabama League of Municipalities for annual dues by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $420.75 plus shipping to Diversified Label for .04 tobacco stamps by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve paying International Institute of Municipal Clerk $250.00 for Town Clerk and Assistant Clerk annual dues by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve paying a Town Prosecutor $250.00 per docket and $120.00 per hour for appeals to circuit court by Gordon with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve William Thomas Dawson to the Trinity Volunteer Fire Department by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to accept the proposal from Lightwire Solutions of $2,385.00 for setting up the offsite backup, firewall full guard bundle and antivirus for server and computers at town hall by Gordon with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.

New business discussed was the recommendation by the Planning Commission to remove the three way stop sign on Old Trinity Road.  The mayor will contact MPO to see if they can assist with recommendation.
Old Business discussed was the pickup of the 2009 Dodge Charger, Chris Lemley gave an update on the Saputo Grant, updated WMYAA on the fields and discussed water system.
Motion made to adjourn by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon at 7:21 p.m. with all voting yes.
