Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $6,955.04 by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2014-16 to approve request by AT&T for modification of the telecommunication facilities located at 3418 Highway 20 by Chris Lemley with a 2nd by Richard Fortson Jr.  Voting yes were Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden. Motion made to approve paying Sharp Communication $577.50 for the purchase of 7 lapel mic’s to use with the 700 MHz radios for the police department by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
New Business discussed - Ambulance Service Franchise presented by Chief McLemore, the Election date set by Judge Cain will be October 14, 2014, the Sales Tax Holiday will be this week-end August 1 – 3, 2014.
Old Business discussed – the Water Department employees will be re-routing the water line at the Bridge-culvert on North Seneca Drive Tuesday and they will be closing the road Wednesday morning to replace the culvert and hopefully be back open Thursday.  We will be renting a track hoe with a chisel to help remove the old culvert and District 1 employees are assisting with the work.  The mayor is still working on the property of Mr. Michael Floyd at 111 Pinecrest.  The council approved Larry Madison sending Mr. Holway a letter advising him to have the fence down before August 5, 2014 so we can finalize the preliminary work needed for the ATRIP project on Old Highway 24.  Chris McLemore stated that they have been transferring the police department cars to Decatur Communications to get the new radios installed and they sound and work great.  Bill Pettey stated that he would like to place a metal building at Station #1 for storage and would like to see if he could get the street guys to put some asphalt at Station #2 to fill in some holes.  He also asked about surplus property.
