Council Meeting



         June 10, 2013

The Town of Trinity met at a regular schedule meeting June 10, 2013 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Members present were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Richard Fortson Jr., Scott Owens, and Gordon Burden. 

Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting May 13, 2013 by Richard with a 2nd by Beverly.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session May 13, 2013 by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve the minutes of the Special Call Meeting May 20, 2013 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve the minutes of the Special Call Meeting May 28, 2013 by Chris with a 2nd by Beverly.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $11,756.68 by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.

Motion made to adopt Resolution 2013-13 to honor Lamar Smith for his time and service with the Fire Department by Richard Fortson Jr. with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Richard Fortson Jr., Scott Owens, and Gordon Burden.   Voting no were none.

Motion made to approve the purchase of street signs and materials from Rice Signs for $1,665.00 by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.  The other price was from The Sign Shop $1925.00/$2118.00.
Motion made to approve purchasing additional ammo for the Police Department of $604.00 2 cases 155 GR by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve estimating Fran Gholston’s water bill for the last 6 months not including large leak bill and adjust her bill accordingly by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve up to $1,200.00 for a court laptop to be paid from the Corrections Account by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.  This will replace the old laptop that was purchased in 2003.
Motion made to table a decision on the AVL for police cars until the chief gathers some more information about cost by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
The Mayor stated that there will be a public hearing on July 22, 2013 at 6:00 p.m. for public input on the development of Trinity Municipal Park.

The Mayor stated to let the minutes show that Morgan County Legislative Delegation passed local legislation Act Number 2013-328 to assist the Town of Trinity with improvements to Trinity Municipal Park for $28,000.00 a year over the next three years and would like to thank Senator Orr for representing our town.

The council discussed the decals for police cars and put this on hold.  Boring under Mt. Home Road will be discussed at the next meeting, we need to verify the size of pipe and whether to place in a sleeve or not.  Gordon and Beverly will go over the applications for the Building Inspector and narrow down to 3, interview and have them attend a council meeting allowing council to speak with the candidate for a few minutes.  The Mayor attended the monthly Mayor/Commissioner meeting and said that the other commissioners have agreed to help with our development at the park.  Commissioner Stisher went above and beyond offering to help in any way.  Commissioner Vest discussed all the dirt needed for the soccer field at West Park and encouraged us to start spreading the word about dirt being donated for this project.  
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They all agreed this would be a big plus for Trinity and Morgan County.  Flag poles and rental building were discussed but no decision was made.  Also discussed was getting bids on updating the landscape at Caboose Park.
Bill Pettey gave an update on the new fire truck and the clerk will contact the bank and let them know that pick up should be in a couple of weeks.  He stated that since Lamar Smith has retired after 38 years they would be appointing a new Assistant Chief.  He would like to appoint Kim Pettey Owens but felt that since this is his daughter he would like to ask the council if they are okay with the Fire Department voting on the appointment.  Council has no problem with this.  Bill and Scott told about an incident that happened while Kim was on vacation.  A 9 year old boy was carried out of the ocean by his grandfather not breathing and Kim was able to resuscitate him.  This was a very proud moment seeing daughter/wife and a volunteer with Trinity Fire Department saving a life and making a difference.  
Motion made to adjourn by Chris with a 2nd by Scott at 7:47 p.m.  All voted yes.
