Motion made to adopt Resolution 2016-11 allowing the Mayor to sign an agreement with Pugh Wright McAnally, Inc. for the Construction Engineering and Inspection Services for the resurfacing of South Greenway by Chris Lemley with a 2nd by Gordon Burden.
