Motion made to approve a refund of $28.18 to Cintas Corp 2 for miscalculation of sales tax for April 2015 by Richard with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $1,267.40 to Landers McLarty Chevrolet for repairs to the 2009 Dodge Charger by Richard with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.  Replaced ABS module for $800.00, oil change, transmission and rear-end serviced on car.  Car has 100,000 miles on it.
