Council Meeting



     June 24, 2013

The Town of Trinity met at a regular meeting June 24, 2013 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Members present were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Absent were none.

Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting June 10, 2013 by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session June 10, 2013 by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $13,400.80 by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2013-14 allowing the Mayor to sign a contract with Morgan County Emergency Management Communication District for dispatch services by Richard Fortson Jr. with a 2nd by Gordon Burden.  Voting yes were Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Beverly Crowell abstained.  Starting October 2013 the monthly fee will be $780.30 for dispatch fees.  Next year it will go to $1,137.76.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2013-15 approving financing terms for the purchase of a fire truck with BB&T with amount financed not to exceed $144,653.00 by Richard Fortson Jr. with a 2nd by Chris Lemley.  Voting yes were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Scott Owens abstained.  The total amount financed was $128,245.73 at 1.68%. 
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2013-16 approving special use permits for modification of tele-communications by Verizon Wireless as recommended by The Center for Municipal Solutions by Richard Fortson Jr. with a 2nd by Chris Lemley.  Voting yes were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.
Motion made to approve $1,090.00 to John Carpenter Ford for repair to 2010 Crown Victoria, fuel pump, filter and module by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve Mayor signing a contract with Great Southern Engineering, Inc. to precede with initial construction plans for youth soccer and youth football fields at Trinity Park for $3,300.00 by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve a $25,000.00 payment from the general fund to be used as a payment for the new fire truck by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  Voting yes were Beverly, Chris, Vaughn, Richard and Gordon.  Scott abstained.
Motion made to pay up to $300.00 if needed for a Temporary Judge to hear a court case by Richard with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.  If the case goes to trail Judge Alexander would need to recues himself from the case.
Motion made to pay $2,500.00 to JB&L for finishing work around the pond with a tract hoe, clearing off the parking lot by the safety shelter, get it ready for rock and pack it down by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  Voting yes were Beverly, Chris, Vaughn, Scott and Richard.  Gordon abstained.

Old business discussed was the boring under Mt. Home Road, 
Building Inspector, Flag poles and the old post office building. Mayor stated that there was some work done on the parking area at the Love Chapel Church with the entrance to North Mountain Drive asphalt being damaged and the contractor will be fixing it.   Mayor asked the police department to do extra patrol at Kimbrel Park.
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Motion made to adjourn by Chris with a 2nd by Richard at 7:24 p.m. with all voting yes.
