The Town of Trinity Council met at a regularly scheduled meeting June 9, 2014 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Members present were Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Absent was Chris Lemley.

Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting May 12, 2014 by Richard with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session May 12, 2014 by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve the minutes of the Special Call Meeting May 19, 2014 by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $ 62,957.46 by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.

Motion made to adopt Resolution 2014-13 Retirees One Time Payment – Section 2 of Act 429, to cover the cost of a one-time lump sum payment for eligible retirees and beneficiaries of deceased retirees, by Richard Fortson Jr. with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.  Estimated cost of $2,134.00, which will require 0.40% to be added to your employer rate for the one year period from October 1, 2015 – September 30, 2016.

Motion made to adopt Resolution 2014-14 Canvassing the Election Results by Richard Fortson Jr. with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.  (Dry to Wet - 277 no 239 yes)

Motion made to approve a Home Occupation to Justin Dunn for a lawn care service located at 96 Green Mountain Blvd. as recommended by the Planning Commission by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve a refund of $150.76 to Certex USA for sales tax collected that was later returned by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.

Motion made to table request from Doug Alexander for a one-time adjustment on his water bill until council can speak with Blaine on when meter was read and unlocked by Gordon with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.

Motion made to grant a one-time adjustment to Debra Hooper on her water bill as allowed by the ordinance by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Motion made to allow the police department to pay additional costs up to $200.00 for a computer for Officer Hughes from the police account in addition to the $1,000.00 provided by Senator Orr by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes. (Additional funds were needed due to returns/shipping for computer ordered from tigerdirect.com)

Motion made to allow West Morgan East Lawrence Water and Sewer Authority to replace meters at existing addresses that have sewer meters with electronic read meters at no cost to the town so they can read all their meters electronically by Gordon with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.  They will maintain these meters.  (Mt. Cove, Greenway Place, Stone Village and a couple homes at the front of Hidden Creek Subdivision.)

Motion made to hire Andy Bowman as a full time permanent employee by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.  (90 day probation)

[bookmark: _GoBack]Council discussed new business of dump trucks using Mt. Home Road causing damage to the road.  Ed Higdon addressed the council during the work session concerning starting a Civitan Club in Trinity.  James Nunn addressed the council on a matter of property that was turned over to the Computer Forensics Lab in Huntsville in a case that has been closed.  The council told him we would have to get a legal opinion from our attorney.

Council discussed old business of what will be needed to replace/repair the culvert on North Seneca Drive, Larry Madison is still talking with ALDOT on the fence for Old Hwy 24 project, Mr. Michael Floyd has made some progress at 111 Pinecrest Drive, sod has been laid at the ball field, the property at Trinity Baptist will be put aside for the time being, the 2009 Dodge was taking to the Dodge repair shop and was told repairs would be $8,300.00 if they don’t have to work on the heads and $10,128.17 if they had to rework the heads.

Bill Pettey discussed building a safe room on town property at fire station #2 and a tree that needed to be cut down by the shop before it falls and damages the shop and equipment.  Scott said he has started a new job that will interfere with council meetings July thru September and wanted to see if council might consider changing the meetings.
