The Town of Trinity met at a regular schedule meeting March 11, 2013 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:04 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting February 25, 2013 by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  Voting yes were Beverly, Chris, Mayor Goodwin, Scott and Gordon.  Richard abstained.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session February 25, 2013 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  Voting yes were Beverly, Chris, Mayor Goodwin, Scott and Gordon.  Richard abstained.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $31,859.04 by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve a 5-K Run sponsored by Trinity Baptist Church for May 18, 2013 at 10:30 a.m. as recommended by Police Chief McLemore by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.

Motion made to adopt Resolution 2013-07 allowing the Mayor to sign an Agreement for Professional Services with Lee Helms & Associates for the management of the Safety Shelter project by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  Voting yes were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr. and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.
Motion made to approve the transfer of $10,000.00 from the Town General Fund to the Water Works General Fund by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the purchase of Lot 35-C Retention Basin located at Braxton Court from Rick Jones with Larry Madison to do the closing paper work by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  Voting yes were Beverly, Chris, Scott, Richard and Gordon.  Mayor Goodwin abstained.
Council discussed Ordinance 2013-01 Liter Control, amending Ordinance 98-12 but needed some additional wording and will be on the next agenda.  Replacing the swing seats at Kimbrell Park was discussed at $591.52 and the clerk is to check on some more pricing.  The guys will be painting the older equipment at the park the same colors as the new equipment.  Mayor stated that we would try solar powered lights to illuminate the flags on the flag pole in front of town hall.  Chief McLemore discussed with Avery from Joe Wheeler the lighting for the gas pump and safety shelter and they will be setting a pole to address the problem.  The Mayor stated that we received the attorney general opinion back and will be contacting the Decatur Daily and forward a copy to 911.  Water loss was down some.  The guys are still working on some leaks, looking at the meter on Mountain Home Road and meters at the schools.  Jeff Clark from District 1 is giving the town a ditch machine we can use to maintain our ditches.  He is going to have it serviced before he turns it over to us.  
Motion was made to go into Executive Session at 8:15 p.m. to discuss good name and character of a public employee by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Mayor stated that all terms and conditions have been met for the Executive Session and the meeting is back in session at 8:29
