The Town of Trinity met at a regular schedule meeting May 13, 2013 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Goodwin.
Members present were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Absent were none.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting April 22, 2013 by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session April 22, 2013 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $27,804.22 by Gordon with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve paying Champion Dodge $1,091.76 for 2009 Charger (402, 75,089 miles) front & rear rotors and pads by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve paying Alabama Municipal Insurance Corporation $27.00 for additional coverage of new playground equipment by Beverly with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2013-11 accepting street lights on Steed Road by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to table providing a School Resource Officer until we can get some more information from the sheriff and see what the legislation does by Gordon with a 2nd by Beverly.  All voted yes.
Motion made to table selling or keeping the house at 622 North Seneca Drive by Gordon with a 2nd by Richard.  Voting yes were Beverly, Chris, Scott, Richard and Gordon.  Mayor Goodwin voted no.

Motion made to submit pre application to Land and Water Conservation Fund & Recreational Trail Program Grant for $100,000.00 with a grant for $50,000.00 to go towards development of the 18 acres adjacent to Trinity Park ball fields by Chris with a 2nd by Beverly.  All voted yes.
Council discussed the following items.  When the town can submit for another storm shelter they discussed  the location to be on the other side of the tracks close to the Baptist Church and use the church parking lot for parking, still need to complete the cleaning out of the ditch on North Seneca, boring under Mountain Home Road for the Vess subdivision to extend the water service, extra patrol on North Seneca Drive, beavers in the retention pond, possibility of placing two flag poles with lighting in a common area for town hall and the park, ad for the Building Inspector job, HB666 concerning TVA money for Morgan County and municipalities, the mayor meeting with the street and water departments on Monday’s with no more than two council members present if they would like to attend, and the mayor wanted each council member to work on a list of projects or goals for the town. There may not be a quorum for the May 27th Council Meeting due to it being Memorial Day.
