Motion made to accept the certification from the Town Clerk that the Town of Trinity did receive a Petition to hold an option election to permit alcohol sales within the town limits by Gordon Burden with a 2nd by Chris Lemley.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $ 38,771.88 by Scott with a 2nd by Ben.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2016-05 Abatement of Weed Nuisance by Scott Owens with a 2nd by Ben Moultrie.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to adopt Resolution 2016-06 recognizing Branum’s Hardware, Auto Parts & Wrecker Service by Scott Owens with a 2nd by Ben Moultrie.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to adopt Resolution 2016-07 calling for a municipal option election as to whether to change the status from “Dry” to “Wet” and allow the legal sale and distribution of alcoholic beverages within the town limits by Chris Lemley with a 2nd by Richard Fortson Jr.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden. Motion made to set a Public Hearing for June 13, 2016 at 6:30 p.m. by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the Police Chief permission to apply for a grant to cover 50% of the following cost - $9,300.00 for the purchase of 12 Safariland SX02 Level II Safety Vests and 24 Safariland E1 Carrier for the Police Department from GT Distributors of Georgia by Scott with a 2nd by Ben.  All voted yes. 
Motion made to approve a refund of $421.92 to Daikin Applied Americas Inc. for sales taxes amendment for July 2013 by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve applications from Chase Roberts and Dylon Gustus to join the Volunteer Fire Department by Scott 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.  Background checks are completed and they are in compliance. 
Motion made to approve $3,275.00 to Huskey Landscaping for additional 700 yards of sod to be placed at Caboose Park by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

New business discussed was the letter from Morgan County Sales Tax Office and have agreed to a bi-weekly transfer to the general fund.  The contract should be on the next agenda.  Doug Alexander addressed the Council during the work session.
Old Business was an update on Old Highway 24.  The contractors have placed markers on the right of ways.  No update on Saputo Grant.
