The Town of Trinity Town Council met at a regular scheduled meeting November 10, 2014 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Goodwin.

Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting October 27, 2014 by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  Voting yes were Ben, Chris, Mayor Goodwin, Scott and Gordon.  Richard abstained.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session October 27, 2014 by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  Voting yes were Ben, Chris, Mayor Goodwin, Scott and Gordon.  Richard abstained.

Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $40,667.19 by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Ordinance 2014-02, Amending Ordinance 2003-07 to provide for the suspension of water and sewer services to customers failing to pay for services, to provide that water service rates and water tap fees be set as adopted by resolution, and providing for fees turning yard water meters on or off by Richard Fortson Jr. with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr. and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2014-22 allowing the mayor to sign an agreement with West Morgan East Lawrence Water and Sewer Authority for the disconnection of water/sewer service as set out in Ordinance 2014-02 by Richard Fortson Jr. with a 2nd by Chris Lemley.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr. and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to adopt Resolution 2014-23 allowing the mayor to sign the Municipal Workers Compensation Fund 2015 Safe Work Place Guidelines for a 10% discount on insurance by Richard Fortson Jr. with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr. and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to adopt Resolution 2014-24 declaring the Water Department and Town Clerks computer’s as surplus by Richard Fortson Jr. with a 2nd by Chris Lemley.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr. and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to approve paying $46,762.00 to Alabama Municipal Insurance Corporation for liability insurance by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve a refund of $217.01 to Catherines #5885, Inc. for taxes paid in error by Richard with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to cancel the council meetings for November 24th and December 22nd because they fall during the holiday weeks by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
New Business discussed was 40 Olivia Street would like to have a street light installed, the council will look at the light and make a decision at the next meeting.  Kris Long contacted the mayor about having an initial Lion’s Club meeting Thursday at 6:00 p.m. to see if there is enough interest in Trinity.
Old Business discussed was Old Highway 24, Larry has a title search company doing this and hopefully we will have something back in the next few days.
