Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $ 42,086.25 by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2015-22 allowing the Mayor to sign an agreement with Municipal Workers Compensation Fund for the 2016 Workplace Guidelines with a 10 percent discount by Chris Lemley with a 2nd by Richard Fortson Jr.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Richard Fortson Jr., Scott Owens and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.
Motion made to approve a refund of $5.32 to Jusuru International Inc. duplicate payment was made by mistake by Scott with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $2,671.00 to MCEDA for annual membership dues by Richard with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $1,100.00 to MPO for annual membership dues by Chris with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve $3,500.00 to purchase a 9’ dump bed on the old fire truck for the street department to use by Gordon with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.  The county has agreed to let us use a spreader that can be added to dump bed to use during bad weather.

Other business discussed was the cancellation of the November 23 and December 28 Council Meeting due to the Holidays, pre-construction meeting schedule for Monday November 16 for Old Highway 24, and working on a sign for the Saputo Grant.  The Mayor announced that the annual Christmas Parade will be held December the 5th at 10:00 a.m.
