ORDINANCE NUMBER 2013-02
AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A MAXIMUM SPEED LIMIT OF 
THIRTY (30) MILES PER HOUR FOR STEED ROAD IN THE TOWN OF TRINITY, ALABAMA

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Town Council of the Town of Trinity, Alabama after recent annexation and approval of accepting Steed Road as a town street has determined that the maximum safe speed for the road is thirty (30) miles per hour; and


WHEREAS, Section 11-94-4 and Section 32-5A-171, Code of Alabama, 1975, authorize the Council to establish speed limits on such streets.


NOW, THEREFORE, be it ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Trinity, Alabama, as follows, to-wit:


Section 1.
The maximum speed limit for vehicles traveling on Steed Road in the Town of Trinity, Alabama is hereby and shall hereafter be thirty (30) miles per hour.

Section 2.
No person shall operate a motor vehicle in excess of thirty (30) miles per hour on Steed Road in the Town of Trinity, Alabama.


Section 3.
Any violation of this Ordinance shall be an offense against the Town of Trinity, Alabama and shall be prosecuted and punished in the same manner as other violations of maximum speed limit ordinances and statutes applicable in the Town of Trinity, Alabama.


Section 4. 
This Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its adoption and publication according to law.  However, this Ordinance shall not be enforced until such time as appropriate signs indicating the speed limit set hereby have been conspicuously posted on Steed Road of the speed limit zone hereby established.


Section 5.
Should any part of the Ordinance be construed and declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining parts hereof shall continue in full force and effect as though the invalid portion were stricken from said Ordinance.
