The Town of Trinity met at a regular scheduled meeting October 22, 2012 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting September 24, 2012 by Bruce with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session September 24, 2012 by Bruce with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $ 42,100.69 by Bruce with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2012-20 to canvass the 2012 run off Election by Bruce Sparkman with a 2nd by Richard Fortson.  Voting yes were Richie Sparkman, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Bruce Sparkman, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to adopt Resolution 2012-21 Abatement of an Existing Nuisance at 55 North Greenway Drive, giving the property owner until November 26, 2012 to complete before taking action, by Bruce Sparkman with a 2nd by Gordon Burden.  Voting yes were Richie Sparkman, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Bruce Sparkman, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to adopt Resolution 2012-22 Declaring Surplus Property of the Fire Department by Bruce Sparkman with a 2nd by Gordon Burden.  Voting yes were Richie Sparkman, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Bruce Sparkman, Richard Fortson Jr., and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to approve $ 2,113.35 to McClary Tire Company to purchase 6 tires for the brush truck by Bruce with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $898.00 to CUSI for annual maintenance and support for the water department software by Bruce with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.
Motion made to go out for bids on a 2013 all wheel drive police vehicle to be opened November 26, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. by Bruce with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.  The chief will send out bid packages with specifications.

Motion made to approve up to $10,000.00 to Hernandez Concrete for creating a drainage ditch and grating on Bell Drive to fix flooding issues by Gordon with a 2nd by Richard.  All voted yes.  Concrete work should be between $7,300.00 to $7,500.00 plus grating material.
Senator Orr presented the Town of Trinity with a check of $8,516.00 for landscaping at Kimbrell Park and had a grant approved of $29,500.00 for playground equipment.  We are waiting on Wiregrass to send us a county bid price for the paving on North Mountain Drive.  WMYAA is to submit ideas and plans for property use of the 18 acres connected to the Trinity Ball Fields.  The Mayor presented Bruce Sparkman and Richie Sparkman with a plaque in recognition of their 12 years of service as Council Members.
