Council Meeting



October 27, 2014




The Town of Trinity met at a regular scheduled meeting October 27, 2014 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.
Ben Moultrie was sworn in with the Oath of Office by the Town Clerk and took his place with the council.

Members present were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, and Gordon Burden.  Richard Fortson Jr. was absent.  
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous Special Call Meeting October 9, 2014 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous Special Call Meeting October 20, 2014 by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  Voting yes were Ben, Mayor Goodwin, Scott Owens and Gordon.  Chris abstained.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $ 16,395.54 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve a Home Occupation for Scott Owens at 118 Pinecrest Drive for a service business, A to Z Residential Services, as recommended by the Planning Commission, by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  Voting yes were Ben, Chris, Mayor Goodwin and Gordon.  Scott abstained.
Motion made to approve a refund of $27,805.84 to Intelligrated Systems LLC for October and November 2013 sales tax paid in error from sales to Magnolia Investments of Alabama, Inc. d/b/a Jack Daniel Cooperage which had been granted a sales tax abatement with the State of Alabama by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve a refund of $4.93 to Vaping with Vanessa for an error in the sales tax form filed for August 2014 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve a refund of $195.00 to Ernst & Young LLP - IDS Property Casualty Insurance Company for error in filing for their Business License as a fire insurance company and should have been a non-fire insurance company by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $768.84 to Lynn Layton Ford for repair (replaced fan controller assembly and relay) to 2010 Crown Vic for Officer Todd by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $898.00 to Continental Utility Solutions, Inc. for annual maintenance and Technical Support for the water software by Chris with a 2nd by Ben.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $1000.00 to the MPO for the continued operation of the Transportation Planning Process by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $1,111.52 to Rice Signs for the purchase of miscellaneous signs and anti-theft hardware by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $2,500.00 to Hernandez Concrete Finishing Inc. to place concrete bottom for drainage ditch between Hidden Creek and Mt. Cove subdivisions by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $1,000.00 donation to WMES for help in purchasing a sound system by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion to approve up to $10,200.00 in equipment and graphics for the new dodge charger by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
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Motion to approve $475.00 to The Sign Shop for the purchase of a sign thanking Vulcan Materials for their donation of gravel for the expansion of the walking trail by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Under new business the Mayor appointed Woody Woodard, Susan Ledbetter and Betty Terry to the Planning Commission for a 6 year term to expire October 2020. 
Under old business the mayor stated that Larry is doing a title search for the property on Old Highway 24.  We will check with Larry on the option to enforce handicap parking on city property only.
