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Radio System Agreement
Between
MORGAN COUNTY EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT COMMUNICATION DISTRICT
AND 
THE TOWN OF TRINITY, ALABAMA

THIS AGREEMENT (hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement”), entered into as of this 23rd day of June, 2014, between The Town of Trinity, Alabama (hereinafter referred to as “Trinity”) and Morgan County Emergency Management Communication District (hereinafter referred to as “MCEMCD”) (Trinity and MCEMCD hereinafter jointly referred to as the “Parties”):
WHEREAS, MCEMCD is a communication district operating under the provisions of Code of Alabama, Sections 11-98-1 through 11-98-15, as last amended; and
WHEREAS, MCEMCD is constructing a countywide radio system intended to provide service for all the public safety agencies of Morgan County, Alabama; and
WHEREAS, Trinity desires to operate on the MCEMCD countywide radio system;
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the above premises and in consideration of mutual covenants and agreements contained herein the Parties agree as follows:
MCEMCD Responsibilities
.  MCEMCD will purchase, program, and convey radios to Trinity in the quantities described in Attachment 1.
Trinity Responsibilities.    Radios provided by MCEMCD to Trinity are the property and sole responsibility of Trinity. Maintenance, programming, accessories, installation, battery replacement, and replacement of the radios are the responsibility of Trinity.
Radio Exchange.  As set out above, MCEMCD will provide radios to Trinity to facilitate the transition to the countywide radio system. For each radio MCEMCD issues, Trinity will provide to MCEMCD a similar, functional radio complete with all accessories which were used by Trinity. Functional is defined as powering up when connected to a charged battery or direct current power source. Radios that are not capable of operation on rebanded or narrowbanded frequencies will not be accepted. MCEMCD recognizes the complexity of radio distribution and installation, and will allow 30 days for Trinity to complete installation and return swap radios.
Sole Radio System.  MCEMCD will not dispatch, operate, or maintain any radio system operating outside of the countywide radio system referred to in this agreement.

MCEMCD is an independent contractor, and none of its agents, servants or employees shall be deemed to be under control of Trinity nor in any way shall any of its agents, servants or employees or other persons, firms or corporations conducting business for MCEMCD be deemed to be employees or agents, servants or employees of Trinity.
Term.  This agreement is in effect until amended or superceded by a subsequent agreement.
Amendments.  This Agreement may be modified only in a writing which expressly references this Agreement and is executed by both of the Parties.
