  Council Meeting

           September 14, 2015
The Town of Trinity met at a regularly scheduled council meeting September 14, 2015 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Members present were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens and Gordon Burden.  Richard Fortson Jr. was absent.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous council meeting August 24, 2015 by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  Chris, Mayor Goodwin, Scott and Gordon voted yes and Ben abstained.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session August 24, 2015 by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  Chris, Mayor Goodwin, Scott and Gordon voted yes and Ben abstained.

Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $ 44,006.14 by Scott with a 2nd by Ben.  All voted yes.
Motion made to rescind Resolution 2015-11 approving David M. and Ashley Carr petition to vacate right of way at 696 Old Highway 24 by Gordon Burden with a 2nd by Scott Owens. Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.  Petition was not signed.
Motion made to approve Resolution 2015-18 allowing the Mayor to sign an agreement with Morgan County Emergency Management Communication District for dispatch services by Gordon Burden with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.  
Motion made to approve Resolution 2015-19 approving Trinity Municipal Budget for 2015-2016 with revenues of $ 2,102,907.00 and expenditures of $ 1,879,527.00 including a 50 cent raise for employees by Gordon Burden with a 2nd by Scott Owens.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.  
Motion made to adopt Ordinance 2015-03 Annexing Heritage Estates with an amendment to the petition with the legal description of the property, the signed agreement on municipal limits on certain conditions and the restrictive covenant and a stipulation that the owner provide a $100,000.00 performance bond for drainage work that is to be completed by April 1, 2016 by Gordon Burden with a 2nd by Chris Lemley.  Voting yes were Ben Moultrie, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.  Note: agreement is to run with the land and shall be binding for a period of 30 years from the date recorded, after which it shall be automatically extended for 10 years unless agreed upon to terminate in writing
Motion made to approve a refund of $10.87 to State Industrial Products Corp for overpayment of sales tax 04/2015 by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve paying $3,105.00 to Local Government Corporation for software support for the Municipal Court with hardware support for the court printer and $2,880.00 for software support on building permits and business license by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $585.00 ($285 registration, $220 lodging, $80 per diem and drive town car) for Barbara Jones, Town Clerk to attend the Al. Municipal Clerk Annual Conference at Orange Beach November 18-20 for Election training by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve up to $1,500.00 for the Trinity Christmas Parade set for December 5th by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
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Motion made to approve Jerry Dennis as a volunteer for the Trinity Fire Department by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.  Background check has been completed with no issues.
Motion made to appoint Gary Bayne as the ADA Coordinator by Gordon with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.

Other business discussed


The State wanted assurance that the town would cover additional costs for the ATRIP project which was originally $560,000 and now has increased to $790,000.  The mayor stated that there will be an MPO meeting on September 22 at 4:00 p.m. to discuss overage on the Old Highway 24 paving project and see if the MPO would consider approving the additional cost to make up 80% of the difference, if not will Trinity make up the difference.  Others items discussed were the report on the water loss study, and Mt. Cove issues.  Bill Pettey stated that he wanted to have bids in for a grant the fire department received at the first meeting in October.  Fall Clean-Up dates are October 5 – 10.
Motion made to adjourn by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon at 7:19 p.m. with all voting yes.
