Voting yes were Beverly Crowell, Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, Richard Fortson Jr. and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none. 

Council discussed the Old Post Office for the police department.  Scott and Gordon met with Senator Orr, who seemed very excited about the project.  They went over what the town was doing with the building and he has committed $10,000.00 to the project around the end of October and possibly more later.  Scott was going to get 2 more contractor bids on demo, and costs of furniture and equipment.  Update on Meadowview, the guys have sprayed weed killer on the roads and curbs, and drainage discussed.  The weed and junk ordinance has been sent to Larry Madison to make sure we are up to date with other municipalities.
