Motion made to approve a $1500.00 budget for the 2016 Christmas Parade by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Motion made to purchase 2016 Crew Cab 4x4 Ford for $20,959.00 off of state bid list by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Motion made to go into executive session to discuss good name and character at 7:01 p.m. by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  Meeting resumed and back to order at 7:13 p.m by Mayor Goodwin.

Motion made to approve $1.00 raises for all employees including part-time with adjustments for 6 employees starting October 3rd by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Mayor Goodwin stated he hoped to present the alcohol ordinance at the next meeting.  The Council is taking time to continue to look over the budget, but feels like they should be able to use the figures from last meeting.  Mayor Goodwin updated that the SCADA system is in place.
