                September 9, 2013
The Town of Trinity met at a regular scheduled meeting September 9, 2013 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.
Members present were Chris Lemley, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Scott Owens, and Gordon Burden.  Absent were Beverly Crowell and Richard Fortson Jr.
The Mayor presented the “Proclamation for Childhood Cancer Awareness Month in honor of Ava Campbell” to Ava Campbell and her family.
The Mayor announced the “Proclamation for Drive 4 Pledges Day – September 19th to raise awareness of texting while driving” requested from AT&T.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting August 26, 2013 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes of the previous work session August 26, 2013 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $36,251.21 by Chris with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve Aqua Marine Enterprises, Inc. (Safe-T-Shelter) as recommended by Lee Helms and Associates at $47,295.00 ($44,895.00 with an additional $2,400.00 for the unisex bathroom) as low bid for the Community Safe Room by Chris with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.  The other bid was Harbor Enterprises at $47,850.00 ($45,850.00 with $2,000.00 for the bathroom).
Motion made to approve Local Government Corporation $2,484.00 software support for licenses and permits 2013-2014 by Gordon with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve Local Government Corporation $2,706.00 software support for court 2013-2014 by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve Goss Electric Inc. $2,800.00 installation of lights for the flags by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve up to $1,500.00 for the Christmas Parade December 7th by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve a 50 cent raise to Ashley Patterson for the completion of her Certification for Municipal Clerk by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.  (This requires a 3 year period of required classes at Alabama along with 50 hours of additional training)
Motion made to approve donating a police car to the Morgan County Sheriff’s department for her/him to use as they see fit when available after the police department receives a new car, the chief is to rotate which ever car he wishes by Gordon with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to allow the Police Chief to go out for bids on a new police car to be opened at the October 14th council meeting at 7:00 p.m. by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.

Motion made for the addition of Nathan Walden and Mary Kates to the Volunteer Fire Department by Gordon with a 2nd by Chris.  All voted yes.
Motion made to give a 50 cent raise across the board to all employees to take effect October 1st by Gordon with a 2nd by Scott.  All voted yes.
Under new business the council discussed the Old Post Office and will not be renting it out.  Robert Robinson at 38 Kevin Lane addressed the council about the appearance of Meadowview Estates.  The mayor stated that he would have someone out there to spray for grass growing in the road, a backhoe for scraping up dirt on Kevin Lane, and get with the engineer to look at drainage.  Council set the safety dinner for December 2nd at 6:00 p.m. at the Fire Station and Sheriff Ana Franklin will be at town hall October 8th for the town hall meeting about the new gun law.
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Under old business council discussed 111 Pinecrest Drive, Terry Lane, Escondido Drive, SRO, school sign at the elementary school, and the fire hydrant being placed on North Mountain Drive.
Motion made to adjourn by Scott with a 2nd by Gordon at 7:50 p.m. with all voting yes.
