Motion made to approve the minutes from the last council meeting January 9, 2017 by Gordon with a 2nd by Beth.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes from the last work session meeting January 9, 2017 Brandi with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $ 18,238.98 by Gordon with a 2nd by Beth.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay $68,906.00 to BB&T for payment of principal on Water Expansion and Sewer loan by Brandi with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay $19,530.00 to Municipal Workers Compensation Fund, Inc. by Beth with a 2nd by Brandi.  All voted yes.  (Approved Volunteer Fire Department roster)
Motion made to pay $6,314.30 to the Town of Falkville for error in payment of sales tax by Brandi with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay $300.00 to the North Alabama Mayor’s Association for annual dues by Beth with a 2nd by Brandi.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve a Home Occupation Application for Britney Weeks at 126 Woodland Avenue to operate a direct sale clothing business “Lularoe Britney Weeks” by Gordon with a 2nd by Beth.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve a Home Occupation Application for Yvette Richards at 87 North Seneca Drive to operate a personalized shirts, decals, and wooden signs business “Southern Mama’s Creation” by Gordon with a 2nd by Brandi.  All voted yes.
New Business - the council all received copies of the Financial Statements for first quarter, a water leak was found at town hall, line locator was contacted and Morris Plumbing will be in Saturday to repair.
