The Town of Trinity Council met at a regularly scheduled meeting June 12, 2017 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Member present were Beth Burden, Brandi Logston, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, and Gordon Burden.  Absent were Scott Owens and Richard Fortson Jr.

Motion made to approve the minutes from the last council meeting May 8, 2017 by Gordon with a 2nd by Beth.  Voting yes were Beth, Mayor Goodwin, and Gordon.  Brandi abstained.  

Motion made to approve the minutes from the last work session meeting May 8, 2017 Gordon with a 2nd by Beth.  Voting yes were Beth, Mayor Goodwin, and Gordon.  Brandi abstained.

Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $68,814.95 by Beth with a 2nd by Brandi.  All voted yes.  
Motion made to approve the transfer of $50,000.00 from the Renasant Water Capital Improvement loan account to the Water Department General Fund by Gordon with a 2nd by Brandi.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the transfer of $150,745.00 to Renasant Bank to pay Fortiline Waterworks for water meters by Beth with a 2nd by Brandi.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve reimbursing $3,305.36 to the Fire Department for repairs to the 2001 International 4900 by Brandi with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $224.41 for Judge Alexander to attend the AOC 1-Day Seminar November 17, 2017 (registration of $75.00 to the Alabama Judicial College Education Fund, $109.41 for lodging, $40 per diem and travel expense) the Town of Falkville will be paying half the expense, by Beth with a 2nd by Brandi.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the request of $25.00 to be refunded to Becky Meyers because the police department was unable to retrieve data needed for their case by Gordon with a 2nd by Beth.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the Town Clerk closing out the Water Department payroll accounts and transferring to the General Fund Water Department payroll account to keep all employees under the same payroll accounts in Quick Books and file one set of monthly, quarterly and yearly reports to operate accounts more efficiently by Gordon with a 2nd by Brandi.  All voted yes.
Motion made to table updating phone systems and internet by ICS Corporation to allow the town to operate more efficiently with less cost by Gordon with a 2nd by Brandi.  All voted yes.
(This will be a time consuming process, AT&T contract is up in July, Star2Star is up in October.)
Motion made to allow Court Referral to temporarily collect payments for drug and alcohol cases, for no more than 120 days with a review to see how it is going by Gordon with a 2nd by Brandi.  All voted yes.  
Motion made to allow RiverTree Systems Inc. to review the Business license as they are reviewing sales tax, billing at $65/hour when they discover a liability, by Beth with a 2nd by Brandi.  All voted yes. 

Motion made to allow River City Pythons security assistance by the Trinity Police Department, to be paid by River City Pythons, during ballgames by Brandi with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes. 
New business - the council will not extend the warranty on the Generac Generator.  
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Old Business – Soccer fields where discussed.  Brandi is getting dimensions for correct size goals and field lighting in the future. 
Motion made to go into Executive Session by Gordon at 7:12 to discuss good name and character, to return back to the meeting, with a 2nd by Beth.  All voted yes.

Mayor and Council returned at 7:22 with the Mayor stating that all terms had been met.

Motion made to donate $1,500.00 to Keith Harris, Principle at West Morgan High School, for cleanup of roadsides in town over several days by Gordon with a 2nd by Brandi.  All voted yes.
Motion made to give Building Inspector, Gary Bayne a raise to $23.00 per hour effective immediately by Gordon with a 2nd by Beth.  All voted yes.

Motion made to adjourn by Brandi with a 2nd by Gordon at 7:24 p.m. with all voting yes.
