The Town of Trinity Council met at a regular meeting June 11, 2018 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:03 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Members present were Beth Burden, Brandi Logston, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Lainie Alexander and Gordon Burden.  Scott Owens was absent.

Motion made to approve the minutes from the last council meeting May 14, 2018 by Gordon with a 2nd by Lainie.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes from the work session meeting May 14, 2018 by Gordon with a 2nd by Brandi.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $57,200.41 by Lainie with a 2nd by Brandi.  All voted yes.
Motion made to take into immediate consideration Ordinance Number 2018-06 annexing property belonging to Tammy K. Beason and Shane E. Beason on 702 Old Highway 24 by Gordon Burden with a 2nd by Beth Burden.  Voting yes were Beth Burden, Brandi Logston, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Lainie Alexander and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.
Motion made to adopt Ordinance Number 2018-06 by Beth Burden with a 2nd by Brandi Logston.  Voting yes were Beth Burden, Brandi Logston, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Lainie Alexander and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to adopt Resolution 2018-04 approving the Mayor to sign an agreement with Tango Tango for push to talk, radio integration, administration portal, emergency alerting, text/media messaging for $513 a year ($24.75 for channel, $6 per user license – $42.75 per month) for 1 Radio Channel Integration and 3 User License by Lainie Alexander with a 2nd by Brandi Logston.  Voting yes were Beth Burden, Brandi Logston, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Lainie Alexander and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to pay Joe Wheeler $3,249.57 for new construction cost at shop including $25.00 origination fee by Brandi with a 2nd by Beth.  All voted yes. We will have to dig a 3ft. ditch & install 3 in conduit sch 40 gray, furnish wire from pole to meter base on building 200 amp service.

Motion made to approve the Mayor signing a letter for the Decatur Amateur Radio Club to Eddie Hicks, EMA Director, allowing then to place a 2-Meter FM Repeater System and mobile units inside the pump station building at the water tower by Gordon with a 2nd by Lainie.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve $37.00 to AMIC for the new shop located at 1425 Old Trinity Road by Gordon with a 2nd by Barndi.  All voted yes.
New Business discussed – the Mayor announced that the 2018 “Back-to-School” Sales Tax Holiday will be July 20-22, 2018 and the council received a copy of the Profit & Loss Budget vs Actual report as of May 31, 2018.  Brandi and Lainie would like to work on some type of community festival for the town.
Old Business - Updated on ballfields during the work session, the Resource Officer will be discussed more at the next meeting, Mr. Hopkins maybe attending to discuss options and salary.  Council will post internally for jobs then go out for resumes if needed.  Bill Pettey discussed the town and the fire department paying $50,000.00 each for down payment on a new fire truck.  Chris McLemore stated that the 2010 Crown Vic had been posted on Govdeals.com and the bid was at $1,802.00, also Officer Terry had wrist surgery and will be off.
Motion made to adjourn by Gordon with a 2nd by Brandi at 7:22 p.m. with all voting yes.
