The Town of Trinity Council met at a regular meeting September 24, 2018 in the Trinity Municipal Building with the meeting being called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Vaughn Goodwin.

Members present were Beth Burden, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Lainie Alexander and Gordon Burden.  Absent were Brandi Logston and Scott Owens.
Motion made to approve the minutes from the last council meeting September 10, 2018 by Lainie with a 2nd by Beth.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the minutes from the work session meeting September 10, 2018 by Beth with a 2nd by Lainie.  All voted yes.
Motion made to pay the attached bills in the amount of $ 41,300.48 by Gordon with a 2nd by Lainie.  All voted yes.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2018-10 adopting the 2018-2019 Budget with Revenue of $2,107,900.00 and expenses at $1,895,475.95 by Beth Burden with a 2nd by Lainie Alexander.  Voting yes were Beth Burden, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Lainie Alexander and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.
Motion made to adopt Resolution 2018-11 allowing the Mayor to sign a grant from AMRV-RC&D for $8,300.00 to purchase sand for the Soccer Complex by Gordon Burden with a 2nd by Lainie Alexander.  Voting yes were Beth Burden, Mayor Vaughn Goodwin, Lainie Alexander and Gordon Burden.  Voting no were none.

Motion made to transfer $20,000.00 from the Municipal Court Fund Checking Account to the Town General Fund Checking Account for yearend by Beth 2nd by Lainie.  All voted yes. 
Motion made to approve paying $3,829.00 to Local Government for Court Software Support, Alabama Case Management, Flexgen and HP Laserjet by Lainie with a 2nd by Gordon.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve paying $3,564.00 to Local Government for the LGC Permits and Business License software support by Beth with a 2nd by Lainie.  All voted yes.
Motion made to table Sgt. Ronald Armor to attend the Advanced SRO Course/2019 NASRO National Conference at Pigeon Forge, Tennessee June 23, 2019 – June 28, 2019 for $2,211.45 (Registration $450. Lodging $1521.45, per diem $240 and drive car) by Gordon with a 2nd by Beth.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve Barbara Jones attending the 2018 AMROA Winter Conference at Auburn University December 6th and 7th for $617.50 (Registration $225, lodging $312.50, per diem $80 and mileage) to maintain certification as Revenue Officer by Gordon with a 2nd by Lainie.  All voted yes.
Motion made to hire Andrew Ramey as a full time Police Officer at $14.50 per hour with a 50 cent raise after 90 days to start Monday October 1, 2018 by Lainie with a 2nd by Beth.  All voted yes.
Motion made to approve the wording of “Package Store” for any signs related to alcohol/liquor stores by Gordon with a 2nd by Lainie.  All voted yes.
Motion made to notify the AA Group that the Old Town Hall building would need to be vacated, due to the condition of the building, by January 1, 2019, giving them plenty of time to relocate, by Beth with a 2nd by Lainie.  All voted yes.
New Business discussed - Christy Shelton addressed the council during the work session, Council Meetings Oct 8, Nov 12, and Dec. 24 have been cancelled due to the Holidays, the council can call a Special Call Meeting if needed, Gordon has been approached about a location for a Frisbee golf park, we need to be  
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looking for a new prosecutor, giving them time to sit in on at least a couple of court dates, a back-up judge was discussed, Chief McLemore brought up adopting an ordinance for digital picture fees.
Old Business discussed - the mayor wanted the council to be aware of the overtime hours for the SRO since he is working ball games with high school and middle school, have a separate code set up for SRO to track, we have not received the MOU from Morgan Co School Board, the Mayor stated that the hydrant testing should be completed by the end of the week, and Chief McLemore stated he has no updates on the new police vehicle.
Motion made to adjourn by Lainie with a 2nd by Beth at 7:36 p.m. with all voting yes.
