Motion made to approve request from Assistant Police Chief Hughes to reimburse tuition of $393.00 once he has completed the course with a passing grade for his Criminal Justice degree by Jared Terry with a 2nd by Lainie Alexander.  All voted yes. 

Motion made to approve $360.00 to Gulf States for 10 taser cartridges for the Police Department by Jared Terry with a 2nd by Lainie Alexander.  All voted yes.

Motion made to approve $969.17 to Kustom Signals, Inc.for repair of G3Vision DVR Web 78229 car camera system for Chief McLemore by Beth Burden with a 2nd by Lainie Alexander.  All voted yes.

New Business discussed the police department needs new laptops and working on a grant to help with expense of around $16,000.00 with docking stations for next years budget, we have been ordering gloves, sanitizer, look into someone making some masks, discussed court process with restrictions, open the walking trail to go along with Governor Ivey’s new update tomorrow but keep playground areas and ballfields closed.  Council received a copy of the Financial Statements through March 2020.
